Normal Operation

The computer polls all inputs and updates the screen about every 100 milliseconds. Data points are
recorded to a hard drive every sixty seconds. The accumulated minute-by-minute data points are stored
on the hard drive in a “daily” file.

Record Keeping

Reports can be printed out automatically or on demand to make a hard record. Any daily file, including the
one being made, can be accessed at any time through the report generator. Data can be displayed on the
screen or printed out in both tabular and graphic formats.

Alarm Conditions

If any of the parameters being measured goes out of specification, the “System Status” frame would
come on and indicate which system is out of specification and indicate what corrective action needs to
be taken. An audible alarm with a science button can be associated with the System Status frame to
alert customer personnel to look at the screen.

Additional Capabilities

While the basic computer system is for data acquisition and storage, both the CalCon Il software and IBM
hardware have output capability allowing the computer to control selected processes, or allow operators
remote control of processes. The software cost for establishing future control links is minimal.

User Friendly
The computer requires little or no operator attention during normal operations. The flat screen monitor
displays all pertinent data in real time data describing the operation of the water system.
